On the one hand, the scenario is clearly dystopian: 99.9 % of the world’s population die,
frastructure collapses, immediate consequences are violence and anarchy among the survivors.
wever, the novel also contains several elements of hope: peaceful communities emerge, that
work together in order to ensure survival for its members (e.g. at Severn City Airport); the Travelling
Symphony is a group of actors and musicians, who performs for the survivors and provides a sense
of belonging for its members; a museum, a school, a newspaper emerge ...
