Rules

Player A starts and chooses a category on the first card. He/she says the name of the country, the
category chosen and the number in this category. Then he/she asks what number the partner has. If
the arrow is up (f), the player with the highest number wins the card. If the arrow is down (*), the
player with the lowest numbers wins the card.

In June 2016 the UK has voted to leave the EU in a referendum’. Find out more about it.

Info box: The United Kingdom and the EU

— After his election victory in May 2015 British Prime Minister David Cameron promised to
renegotiate terms? with the EU and promised a referendum on EU membership.

— Some government members were for leaving and some were against leaving the EU. The
following topics are mentioned most often in this context:

— Trade: Since entering the EU in 1973 trade has risen sharply. Approximately 50% of UK exports
go to Europe. About 6% of Europe’s goods go to Britain.

— EU regulations®: Europe wants one standard. Some in Britain, especially small businesses,
want less EU control.

— EU budget: Britain has a net benefit* from the EU, though supporters of the “leave” campaign
said Britain could spend more money on education and research instead of sending money to
Brussels.

— Immigration: EU migrants in the UK are a very big issue.

— After 43 years of EU membership, the UK has voted to leave in an historic referendum ii yuie
2016. “Leave” won by 52% to 48% of the votes.

— David Cameron, who is against leaving the EU, resigned® from his offi.c 1s Pr me M nister in
July 2016. Theresa May (Conservative Party), who supports leavir g, became 11e ne\v Primz<
Minister.

— The exit process will probably take several year..

— Control over the number of EU migrants entering Britain: 53% ‘
— Control over Britain’s laws: 43% [y

— The economy: 38%
- National security: 38% e
— Benefits for EU migrants: 26% ‘
— The ability of the UK and EU citizens to live and work across the EU: 23%

— British influence on the global stage: 19%
— Uncertainty of leaving the EU: 12% [...]

Among those who currently say they would vote to remain in the EU, 47% said the economy was
the most important issue, while 76% of those who back leaving said controlling migrant numbers
