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Characterising a person M3

When we characterise a person, we can look for indirect or direct characterisation in a text.
Direct characterisation is all the information that we can directly see in the text.
* Example of direct characterisation: “I draw cartoons.” (p. 15, L. 2)
— Junior’s hobby is drawing cartoons.
Indirect characterisation is the information that is not written directly in the text, but what we
have to interpret from the text.
« Example of indirect characterisation: “Mom,” | said. “We have to take Oscar to the
